Identifying sounds in Words

Form the word ‘MOW’ using lowercase cards. Point to each letter and make the phonic sounds;
/ m/o/w/

Remove the letter ‘m’ and ask, “what sound have | removed”

Child should respond / m / (mmm sound)

Ask, “what sounds are left — point to the letters and make the sounds”

Child should point and respond, /o / +/w / = Jow/

Ask, “what sounds does /o / +/ w / make together”

Child should point and respond / ow /

Then put the letter back into position and ask, “what does the letters make now”

Child should point to each letter, say each sound, and finish with MOW

Repeat by removing the MIDDLE and END letters

Re-Arrange Letters
